It was just one of those
things that happen, with nobody to blame other than myself. Like | say, the setup
was really good, and the car was fast, but when you can’t see properly those things
don’t really matter!”.

“Congratulations to Darryl Grimson and Nathan Disney for running 1 — 2 in the title
though. Daryl is a class operator who really extracts the best from his team, and his
car. Even some mechanical issues over the weekend couldn’t slow him down.
Nathan hasn’t had the best of luck in big races, so it was good to see him get
second” Wallace said.

The SKM Motorsport Team enjoyed competing at the South Australian Late Model
Championship, and are full of praise for the organisers.

“The South Australian Late Model Association and Mildura Speedway Drivers Club
really went out of their way to ensure the title was a success. | know there efforts
were really appreciated not only by ourselves, but by all the visiting teams and local
racers” Wallace concluded.

With the South Australian title result fresh in their minds team personnel are now
focussing their attention on the next Round of the ELMA sanctioned East Coast Late
Model Series to be held at Tyrepower Parramatta City Raceway (NSW) Saturday
